It is expected that the plant will go
into commisgion early next summer.

The electricity will be generated
with water power, a suitable site for
the power plant having been selected‘
in the canyon east of town, It will have
ample capacity to supply power as:
well as light, ae required, and a large
portion of the cost will be labor,
which can be supplied by local

people, thus farnishing employment
that will be an actual beneflt. The
