The board takes
the stand, in the light of recent rul-

ings, that all fathers, married before '

the passage of the law calling the
draft, should be exempted. This, with
the failure of a great many to come
up to the physical requirements, has
necessitated the calling of a great
many more men than had been antic-
ipated, to fill the required quota.
