Month’s Search For
Lost Aviator Ended

- Found in Crystal Gulch cin, Kanarra Moun-
sins, Six Miles South of the Spot Where Wreck-
1 Plane Was Located.

I'a distance {rom & huge rock, on which
he had been according to tracks he
had made, which added to his injury,
forcing him to lay at the boltom of
the gulch suffering until death came
to relleve him. Major McDopald be-
leves that Oraham had wandered a-
bout for about three days before he
succumbed to his injuries and the In-
tense ecld.

Major McDonald, Sherilf Lelgh, Nat
Gardner and the finders of the body,
arrived In Cedar Clty with the remalns
about 5:30 p. m. Thursday efternoon.
Shlpping permit-was secured from the
local registrar of vital statistics, who
issued same under instruction from
the office of the State Reglstrar. The
body was taken to the alr port, where
it was placed sboard a  trl-metored
plane driven by Fred Kelly, and taken
to Loa Angeles for interment. Mr,
Kelley was accompanled on the trip
to the coast city by Jimmy James, &
elose “pal” of Graham's and who has
beenn energetlic and constant in  the
search for the lost aviator since that
fatal day, January 11,

The searching for Graham has been
one of thé most extensive ever cartled
on In the west, over fifty planes &nd
hundreds of men on foot and horse.
back, have been used, in' searching
every nook and cranny of the country
trom Las Vegas north to Fillmore, West
to the Bristol country in Nevada, and
east over the zcenic section of Jron
and Kane Counties, The Pine Valley
mountains have been searched time
and time again, as it was believed that
'the aviator was forced on that moun-
taln, Clues developed that led the
searchers to belleve that Graham had
flown past Plne Valley, and delfted to
Nevada in the neighborhood of Bristol.
Flares had been noticed In the moun-
talns nesr Fillmore and a search was
made there. Jimmy James several times
flew over the Kanarra Mountain sec-
tion of Iron County, scanping every
gulch, canyon, and hill side for a trace
of the plane.

In June two Parowsn boys while
fencing on the Kanarra Mountaln, dis-
covered the plane and immediately
notifled the Western Alr officlals, who
immedlately Instituted searching
parties for the body of the avlator,
Three weeks have passed and dozens
of men employed who have scaured
practically every foot of the country
in a radlus of twelve mites from the
plane. It remalned hawever, for George
Edwards and Glen Beal, to accldently
gtumble on the body, laylng among
thick underbrush at the foot of a huge
boulder,
