He reviewed the colonizing
actlvities of the Spanish, the French
and the English and called mttention
to the opposite political trends ot the
English colonies, in the east, and the
Bpanish in the west in the year 1778.
That vear which struck the death hlow
to British imperiallsm in Amerlee, saw
extension of Spanish colonies in the
west. Ib was in the extenslon of this
Spanish colenial emplre and In an
effort of the Franclscan missionaries
{o carry thelr service into new areas
that gave rise to the famous Fsealonte
Journey, ‘The Escalante party passed
thru Cedar walley on October 13 on
_whlch day the 'nonument was dedicat-
ed,

The Rt. Reverend Monslgnor D. G.
Hunt from Balt Lake City appropriately
represented the Catholic church at the
services.. He gave the dedicatory
prayer and expressed the appreclation
of the Catholle church for the fltting
recognition belng shown to  ¥ather
Escalante In Cedar City.
