IT—I5 LEFT TO HIS FATE, WHILE
CRIMINALS TAKE 1S CAR AND
ESCAPE. SHERIFF RELEASES
IIMSELF AFTER TWENTY-FOUR
IHOUR'S STRENUOUS WORK.

Every Sheriff and Peace officer in
Southern Ulah, Bouthern Nevada and
Northern Arlzoniz are searching for a
man about 55 years of age suffering
{rom & gun shot wound in his side, and
a woman about 33, desparate crimlanis
who escaped Tuesday morning iIn
- Sheriff Lewly R, Fife’s car after hand.
culflng the Sheriff to a pine tree In
‘the desclate hills near the Homestake
mine about 26 miles west of Cedar
Clty. R

The search began when Sheriff Pife
returned to Cedar shortly sfternoon
Wednesday still handeuffed and suf-
tering from severs thock and many
euts and bruises recelved as he effect-
od an escape that was almost miracus

lous and ‘trould only be accomplished
by ximan facing .Lhe . most 'dpsparate
- nhead. The Sherltf had been left hand.
cuffed to a pine tree at about 10 4. m.
Tuesday, and reailzing that he was in
& locality seidom vislied by human
beingy and where he could be found
only after exhaustive search, he set
about to {ree himself which he accom-
plished mfter worfe than twenty-four
hoors .of " despearte effort- and 'of - the
1nost harrowing of experiences. He
first attempted to burn the tree down
but faillng In this resorted to striping
the tree of its limbs. He managed to
secure & small rock and by hours of
continuous hacking hued off a limb
about four inches In dlameter, then
by wrapping hls fegs about the smaller
iimbs and throwing his weight onto
them he siriped the tree of {ts llmbs,
onie by one, until he was able fo climbd
fo the top and free himself,

Although almost erazed from thirsi
and exhaustion he secured water from
the desperados’ abandoned camp and
made his away to the highway sbout
fives miles distant, He was ihen piek-
ed up by & passing motorist, brought to
Cedar Clty and given medical atten-
ten, e

The Sheriff had been called to the
Lyman Sevy ranch west of Newcastle
Monday morning on a report that
five sacks of wool had been stolen
during Sunday night, The sacks had
beent rolted for about & quarter of &
mile then loaded onto a truck. Picking
up the tracks there, the Sherif, trav.
eling alone, tralled the outfit all day
Monday and Tuesday mornlng ran
onto a camp near the Homestake mine. |
“He found a man and woman In bed:
under & cedar tree.  Although they:
reached for thelr guns to shoat it put
the Sherlff suceeded in cdisarming
them and handeuffing the man. He
then sterted them toward hls car,
which had been left about five hundred
yards away. After golng a short dis-
tance the man started to run and was
shot in the right side. He was ap-
parently badly hurt and Fife left the
woman with the injured man and went
for his car, When he retwmned the wo-
man had secured a shotgun from the
camp and the man was Ieaning agalnst
a tree holding the gun on the Sheritf,
Fife was disarmed, the woman taking
hls gun. A moment later when the wo-
man turned her back Lew grab thel
gun frem the man although natrowly
mlssing being shot in the head in do-
ing so. However, the woman again
disarmed him and he was handeufied
to the tree, The injured man was
then placed i the back seat of the
shertff's car and the woman drove
away leaving F'fe at the mercy of the
elements, . *par-atly to die of thirst.
Only his undautless flghting splrlt
avolding such a trageds.

As yet the couple have not been ap-
prehended although Fife's car was re-
ported to have been in Las Vegas for
several hours Wednesday morning, the;
desparados apparenily belng In Do
hurry, feeling sure the Fife would not
escape, :

U:?gaunted by his experience and de-
termined to “get his man", Sherif
Fife with other oftlcers, returnad Wed-
nesday afterncon to the camp where
a Chevrolel dual wheel truck wal
found together with about 330 gallons
of gasoline apparently stolen from Ely,
Nerada, acd & gquantity of net wire,

camp suppiles and sundey personal
articles of the patr. The truck, which,
bore 1094 Nevada lincense No. T-4254,
was brought to Cedar and I8 stored in
Arns Carage awalting developments.

No trace was found of the wool
stolen from the Sevy ranch.

Since the man was apparently badly
wounded and stll nandfuffed, officers
fee! confident that followling the Las
Vvegas clue they will soon apprehend
the dangerous couple.
