,Ihe search for the assatlents who
handeuffed Bheriff! Lewis R. Fife to
a’'tree near the Hox™itake mine last
week when he attempted to appre-
hend them on a wool steallng charge
ended Monday. morninp’ when P1fe and
other officers captured Margaret car-
ter on & ranch in the Arizona Strip
and found the body of John N, {Jack)
Weston, burled In a crude grave, his
death having been caused by a bul-
let wound Inflicled by Sherift Fife
before they overpowered him and left
him to his fate,

The finding of Weston's body not
only brought to a close probably the
mist desperate and thrilling criminal
case Iin history of Iron county, but
also closed the cureer of one of the
west's most widely hunted criminals.
Weston has been wanted by Federal
Authoritles for several years on
charges of counferfeiting, klWdnapping,
automobile theft, and various other
viclations, and to Bheriff Fife goes
the credit for capturing = criminal
who has thwarted the efforts of the
pollce forces of a half dozen states,
Weston was wanted in Califernla for
kidnapping a police officer and uato-
moblle thelt, was a parole violator from
the state penitentiary of Arlzona and
had served two ferma in the Washin
tox“statei prison. He was gquiet' widely
known In southern Utah and on the
‘Birlp,-and at one time" lived in’ Cedar
Clty. .

The woman is now lodged, In the
oounty jall at Parowan and will be
brought to trial within the next few
dsys before Judge LeRoy A. Cox on &
charge of asyuslt with intent to com-
mit murder, which carties & penalty
of {ive years Lo life imprisonment. The
case will be'prokecited by County Ate
torney Boott Maiheson snd District
Attorney Fllis Pickef. Charges for vio-
lation of -federal statutes will be with
held pending the outsome of the trial,

Pollowing a tip that the ‘man and
woman were somewhete on the Ariz-
ona Strip Bheriff Fite left Bunday with
Depuly Wm.' Dalton, Sherift Wm,
Brooks and deputy Johi Cotlam of
Washington county, and tralled the
suspects to the ranch of George Wes-
ton, brother of the slain man, Camp-
ing near the ranch Bungey. night, they
went to the ranch eariy Monday morn-
fog found Sheriff Fife's car hid In
the thick timber and near by was the
grave in which the body was found.
They then surrourided the house and
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captured the woman, who Zuve her
DAmMe 43 Margaretl Carter.

The woman was taken to St. Guy
and Tuesday morning Sherlft e
deputles Dalton and Cottam, tomey
Scott Matheson and  Speclal Apeat,
Merzill, federal officer from the Balt
Lake office returned to the T
where an inquest was held by Jutive
of the Peace Roy Bundy.
