the continuation of important ex-

periments, particularly those deal-

ing with livestock and agrlcilture.
The school has made rapid stridor

in recent years in setting up far-
-reaching livestock and range ex-

periment projects, and those en-

-gaed in the llcestock business and
individuals and civic groups who re-

cognize it as the leading industry
of the section, are anxious to see
the . experiments completed

bo able to maintain a faculty that
is strong enough to keep the school
in its present high position among
the educational institutions of
the state and the west.
